Thank you for the notice of the “Official Plan Amendment” for the Shinning Hill Collection Inc.

We have some concerns with the amendment and have listed them below:

1. The Town of Newmarket seems to have many proposed development sites already
being developed, and planned for development.

2. We should not be developing into protected lands ever, but in particular not until there
is a space problem.
