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Corporation of the Town of Newmarket 

By-law 2025-XX 

 

A By-law to amend By-law 2019-63 being a By-law to regulate parking, standing, 
and stopping of Motor Vehicles within the Town of Newmarket. 
 
Whereas Section 100 of the Municipal Act, 2001, authorizes a municipality to pass 
by-laws to regulate or prohibit the parking or leaving of motor vehicles on private 
land used as a parking lot with or without the consent of the Owner; 
 
And Whereas Section 100.1 of the Municipal Act, 2001 authorizes a municipality to 
regulate or prohibit the parking or leaving of Motor Vehicles on Private Property 
without the consent of the Owner of the land; 
 
And Whereas it is deemed necessary to amend By-law 2019-66; 
 
Therefore be it enacted by the Municipal Council of the Corporation of the Town of 
Newmarket as follows: 
 
 
1. That section 12.(1)(a) be repealed and replaced with: 
 
12(1)(a) on Private Property without consent of the property Owner in accordance 
with section 12(5) 
 
2. That the definition of “Officer” be repealed and replaced with: 
 
“Officer” means a Police Officer as defined under the Community Safety and 
Policing Act, as amended, or any other individual designated by the Town to enforce 
this By-law; 
 
3. That section 12 (6) be repealed and replaced with: 
 
12(6) A police officer or special constable appointed under the Community Safety 
and Policing Act shall be deemed to have the written authority of a property Owner 
to enforce this By-law and shall not be required to receive a written complaint.
